Winter Baccarat Tournament
Official Rules

Promotion Period:
3:00 am November 22, 2018 thru 9:00 pm December 22, 2018

Rules:

1. This tournament will take place on December 22, 2018.
Tournament check-in will be held on Friday, December 21, 2018
from 6pm-8pm. Late check-in will be held Saturday morning,
December 22, 2018 between 11am and noon.

To qualify for this tournament, a player must average $100 bet
for a cumulative period of 20 hours on table games. This earning
period will begin on Thanksgiving Day, November 22, 2018 and
will continue through December 21, 2018.

Each tournament round will begin with a “new shoe”. Freshly
shuffled cards. The dealer will deal 5 hands which may NOT be
bet on. Beginning on the sixth hand, players must place a wager.
All hands will be dealt.

Each round will consist of a total of 30 hands, 25 hands played.
Participants must bet on either player or banker every time. They
may not bet on BOTH player and banker.

Side bets are not in play and cannot be bet on.
. Aplayer may bet on the tie for a maximum of $100.

7. All bets must be made in $100 increments. The minimum bet is
$100. Maximum bet is $2,000. Commission will not be collected
for tournament play. Once a bet has been placed in the betting
circle, it cannot be changed.

At the beginning of the round, each player will receive $2,000 in
tournament chips. These chips are for tournament play only and
are non-negotiable and have no cash value. Players cannot share
or exchange chips with one another.

Players should arrive 5 minutes before the start of the round.
All rounds will be played on one table with a maximum of 6
positions available per session. Once the session begins, no late
arrivals will be accepted. Space is limited.

10. Participants must be at least 21 years of age and present valid
photo identification. Participants must also be a Rampart
Rewards member. There are no player substitutions allowed.

11. The total prize pool will be $25,000. Prize breakdown is as
follows:

Tst Place - $10,000 CASH

2nd Place - $3,000 cash or promo chips

3rd Place - $2,500 cash or promo chips

4th Place - $1,800 cash or promo chips

5th Place - $1,500 cash or promo chips

6th Place - $1,000 cash or promo chips

7th-26th Place - $200 promo chips (total $4,000)
High Score Round 1 - $600 promo chips

High Score Round 2 - $600 promo chips

12. Each player is guaranteed 2 rounds of play. Players will receive
$2,000 in tournament chips at the beginning of each of the first
two rounds.

13. At the conclusion of round 2, the top 24 overall chip totals from

the first two rounds will advance to round 3. The top chip leader
at each table (total of 4) after the 30 hands (includes 5 free
hands) are complete, will move onto the final round. The other

20 players are eliminated from the tournament and will receive a
consolation prize of $200 in promotional chips.

Following round 3, and preceding the final round, there will be
awild card round. Wild cards will be selected from all customers
who were eliminated during round 1 and round 2 only. There
will be a total of 12 players selected to participate in the wild
card round. If a player does not appear when the wild card round
begins, another player will NOT be called. All players during this
round will begin with $2,000 in tournament chips and gameplay
will be identical as the previous rounds. One winner from each
of the two wild cards selected will move onto the final round. All
other players will be eliminated.

In the event of a tie for the table winner in either round 3 or the
wild card round. All players tied after the 30 hands are played
will continue on for an additional 5 hands. The first player to bet
will rotate as normal. If players remain tied after the additional 5
hands, the round will go into “sudden death”. Every hand will be
evaluated to determine the winner.

The finals will consist of each of the table winners from round
3 (total of 4) AND 2 table winners from the wild card round. All
finals participants will begin the round with $2,000 in tourna-
ment chips only. They will NOT be able to keep their chips they
accumulated from prior rounds.

Order of finish will be determined by total chip accumulation
throughout the final round.

Each entrant’s chip total after each round of 25 hands played (30
hands total) will be kept by management on a scorecard.

In the interest of time and to ensure that all qualified players
have an opportunity to participate, the dealer will deal 1 hand
every minute. If necessary, management will utilize a clock to
ensure hands are dealt in a timely manner.

No items other than chips, drinks, scorecards and pens will be
allowed on the table.

Conversing with spectators will be cause for disqualification.
Spectators who interfere with the game or provide assistance to
the players will be cause for eviction. Players are not allowed to
discuss baccarat strategies with other players, dealers or casino
personnel. Players are not allowed to borrow, lend or give their
tournament chips to another player.

In the case of a tie at the end of the tournament, corresponding
prize money will be split evenly among tied players.

All players must play out the tournament to its entirety. No
“CHOPPING” allowed.

All Rampart Casino baccarat rules apply unless otherwise stated
in these rules.

Players not adhering to the rules may be disqualified at the
discretion of casino management. Disqualified players will not
share in any prizes or awards. In the event of a dispute, the
decision of the casino management will be final. The Rampart
(asino reserves the right to accept or deny any entry in to the
tournament without cause.

The Rampart Casino reserves the right to change or amend the
tournament structure and/or prize package at any time.
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
